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The Historical Review on Position Changes of

Abstract: American female middle class is a group of the white collar with sexual mark and it formed in
the process of the new middle class replacing the old one in late 19th and early 20th century. With its posi—
tion changes after World War II  American female middle class is gradually displaying its characteristics as
following: firstly it is as same as the new middle class in economic positions life styles and cultural value
conceptions; secondly it is not only climbing up to the white collar occupations with higher knowledge and
technology higher wages but also becoming a new rising and competitive occupation group; finally it is
interested in politics whether to participate or to discuss in policy decisions.
