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Well Salt and Gas Well of Bashu Region in
the Horizon of Geography of Tang and Song Dynasties

Abstract: The focus of the geographical records in the Tang and Song Dynasties shifted from the cen-

tral area to the western part, which is reflected as the increased records of the natural geography of
